Revenue Deficit (RD)
refers to the excess of revenue expenditure over
revenue receipts. Effective Revenue Deficit (ERD)

Primary Deficit s measured as Fiscal Deficit less
nterest payments. Effective Capital Expenditure
(Eff-Capex) refers to the sum of Capital
Expenditure and Grants-in-Aid for Creation of
Capnal Assets.
