Chronic Obstructive Pulmonary Disease
Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease
(COPD) is an inflammatory lung disease-
causing obstructed airflow from the lungs.
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Bronchitis

A hereditary blood disorder affecting
haemoglobin, the molecule that carries
oxygen.

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Emphysema
Emphysema is caused when the air sacs in

the lungs become damaged and stretched.
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Lung Cancer
Lung Cancer is a tumour in the lungs. It can

often spread to different parts of bodies. It
affects the facial nerves.
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Pneumonia
Pneumonia is a bacterial, viral, or fungal
infection in the lungs. It is extremely fatal.
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Pleural Effusion

Pleural effusion is a condition buildup of
fluid in the space between the lungs and the
chest cavity.
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
