+ What is Delimitation Commission?

» The word "Delimitation Commission” translates to "Mandalization Commission” in Hindi.
The Delimitation Commission is responsible for the process of delimitation, which
involves drawing up the boundaries of parliamentary and assembly constituencies to
ensure fair distribution of representation based on population changes. This process is

necessary to maintain the principle of equal representation in a democratic system.

» The Delimitation Commission in India is usually constituted by the President of India and
is tasked with readjusting the division of territorial constituencies of each state and union
territory. The delimitation process helps maintain the balance of representation,
especially when there are changes in the population over time. Its purpose is to allocate
seats in legislative bodies in a way that reflects demographic change and ensures that

each constituency has approximately the same number of voters.
