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Minimata disease:

Mercury poisoning

Minamata disease is a neurological
syndrome caused by severe mercury
poisoning.

Minamata disease was first discovered in
Minamata City, Japan in 1956.
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Itai Itai disease:
poisoning of cadmium metal.
Effects of itai itai disease include weak
and brittle bones, spine and leg pain,
coughing, anemia, and kidney failure are
common.
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BLUE BABY SYNDROME

= due to nitrate poisoning.

= the blue baby syndrome is the bluish
discoloration of an infant’s skin due to a lack
of oxygen in the hemoglobin of their blood.
=t is also called as Infant
Methemoglobinemia.

= Signs of Cyanosis are noted on lips,
earlobes, and nail beds where their shape
becomes rounded indicating a heart

condition.
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Asbestosis:

» caused by inhaling asbestos fibers (Silicate
minerals or silica).

= fibres can cause lung tissue scarring and
shortness of breath.
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Silicosis
» inhalation of crystalline silica dust.
= Silicosis is a lung disease.
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Blackfoot disease

* Due to consumption of inorganic arsenic.
= Causes skin and Cardiovascular Diseases.
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
