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The construction began in August 1911.

The bridge was opened for traffic on
24 February 1914 and connected
Rameshwaram in Pamban Island with
mainland India. The bridge was
damaged during the 1964 Rameswaram
cyclone and required extensive repair
work. The adjacent road bridge was
opened in 1988.

The new bridge is constructed parallel
to the iconic Pamban bridge opened in
1914 and will replace it. The new Pamban
bridge with a length o
(6,790 ft) will be India's first ever vertical
ift sea bridge once opened. It is
expected to be opened in 2024 year
end.
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
