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What is FASTag?

FASTag is a Radio Frequency Identification (RFID)
enabled sticker affixed on the windscreens of vehicles to

enable digital, contactless payment of tolls without stopping to

pay the fees manually.

The Radio Frequency Identification (RFID) technology is used to
make toll payments directly from the prepaid or savings account,
which is linked to the FASTag, while the vehicle is in motion.

It comes under the National Electronic Toll Collection
(NETC) programme that was launched by the National Payments
Corporation of India (NPCI), National Highways Authority of India
(NHAI) and Indian Highways Management Company Limited
(IHMCL).

A FASTag is valid for 5 years and can be recharged as and

when required.

With effect from January 1, 2021, the government has
integrated RFID/FASTag with the e-way bill system. This will enable
tax officers to undertake real-time data of commercial vehicles, live
vigilance in respect of e-way bill compliances by businesses and will
aid in preventing revenue leakage and check GST evasion.

The government is planning to start a GPS-based toll system in
place of FASTag to ensure seamless payment and vehicle movement
on national highways.
